Archbishop Wenski of Florida: FORTNIGHT OF
FREEDOM For some years now, the Catholic bishops
here in the United States have wanted to focus our
attention to the threats to religious freedom both at home
and abroad.

We have
seen on our evening news programs images of Christians
beheaded, crucified or burned alive in cages simply
because they professed what Peter professed in the
Gospel: that Jesus is the “Christ of God.”
